Head Coach Malcolm Lester: This is Coach Lester’s second
season heading up the STA Lacrosse Program. He played college
lacrosse at Springfield College, where he was a three time All-
New England midfielder and was captain and both an All
American and an Academic All American his senior year. He
received his master’s degree in English from William and Mary,
which he attended as an NCAA scholar, and where he served as
head lacrosse coach. In his spare time at St. Albans, he teaches
Upper School English, is a Dormitory Master, and serves as
Faculty Advisor to the St. Albans News. He is also a noted
gourmet chef.
